COMPETITOR REQUIREMENTS & UNDERSTANDING
4.1
Licence Requirements

The driver must hold as a minimum a National Race Grade Competition Licence.


If the Entrant is other than a driver, an Entrants licence in the name of the Entrant is required.

A written briefing will be issued at documentation to all competitors.
4.3
New Drivers & Drivers Who Have Not Competed At Three Race Meetings

Any driver(s) who have not previously competed at the circuit or any driver(s) that have competed in three or less races must indicate the fact on the entry form and attend the New Competitors Briefing session. The time and place for this briefing is Secretary’s Office at 9.15am.

Competitor understanding
In signing the entry forms competitors (Entrant and Drivers) are deemed to fully understand the MotorSport NZ National Sporting Code and its relevant Appendices and Schedules.  

In particular:

· The National Sporting Code Articles pertaining to protests and competitors obligations, and

· Schedule Z articles detailing Flag signals and Code of Conduct.

DOCUMENTATION & SCRUTINEERING AUDIT INSPECTION - QUALIFYING START TIME
5.1 
Documentation 

Will take place at the Administration Building commencing at 8 30am. 
Qualifying commences Saturday 29 October 2011 from 10.00am. Competitors must complete Documentation prior to taking part in competition. 
5.2 
Scrutineering Audit Inspections


These inspections will occur concurrently with documentation. 


During the documentation process you will be advised whether your vehicle is to be subjected to audit. You should assume that your vehicle is going to be subjected to audit and as a consequence is in readiness to be taken to the audit venue immediately after you have concluded documentation.  The venue is Garage No. 1 in the Pit Lane.
6.
POSTPONEMENT CANCELLATION ABANDONMENT & ORGANISERS’ RIGHTS

The organisers reserve the right to cancel or abandon the meeting or part thereof should less than the minimum number of entries as prescribed in the regulations/articles not be achieved.  The minimum number of entries required for the meeting to proceed is 50.


For reasons of Force Majeure should a meeting or part thereof be cancelled any entry fee refund will be made only at the discretion of the organisers.

PIT LANE SPEED - 40 Km/h:  In accordance with Appendix 4 Sch. Z - the maximum pit lane speed is 40 Km/h.

ASSEMBLY AREAS - PRACTICE - RACE:  Roadway behind Pit Lane Road.
8.2
ASSEMBLY AREA: Cars will be driven from the Assembly Area to commence the Formation Lap.  

8.3
WEAVING AND PRACTICE STARTS – (FORMATION LAP):  In conformity with Appendix 4 Schedule Z there shall be no practice starts during the Formation Lap (Warm Up lap).  Vehicles are not permitted to weave across more than 50% of the track width during warm up and all weaving shall cease at the point of passing the last flag point before the rear of the marked grid positions.

RACE START BY LIGHTS: - STARTING LIGHTS FORMAT


(a)
The five second warning will commence with – 1 Red Light On, then 2 Red Lights On and until all five Red lights are shown.


(b)
Once the red lights are extinguished the race will start.

9.
HANDICAP RACES:  Handicaps will be computed on times recorded during practice and/or previous race.  Any driver who considers that such times do not represent the true capabilities of his car must advise the handicapper within fifteen minutes of the end of the practice or race.  Any driver whose race lap time is greater than one second faster than the lap time the handicap was computed on will have a time penalty of a minimum of 10 seconds added to the race time.


Upon completion of the Formation Lap, the cars will be formed-up from the starting line back with a maximum of three cars per row.  The starter will flag away each row from the Start Line.  Each row is to roll up to the Start Line.  In the interests of safety the fast cars (“back-markers”) may be started from the pit lane.


Should a race be stopped (Red Flag) the cars will be formed up as follows:  if less than one lap has been completed by the leader - a full restart of the handicap will be made.  If more than one lap has been completed but less than 75% of race distance - a pro-rata handicap will be used.

COMPETITION NUMBERS:  2 digits preferred, are allocated at the discretion of the organisers to avoid “same race” clashes however “preferred number” requests will be considered.  Number decals will be available at documentation.  Drivers must ensure that only their given number is displayed in accordance with the MSNZ regulations.

11.
TRANSPONDERS
	All vehicles are to install a MyLaps260 timing transponder. For those who do not own their own transponder, these are available for hire and must be collected during Documentation.  Any competitor that does not have their transponder installed and fitted correctly will not be permitted to enter the circuit which may result in missing a qualifying session or race.

The Organisers must be advised at the time of entry if a transponder is required and the fee of $45.00 is to accompany your entry.   Transponders will not be issued till payment is confirmed.

The transponders and its associated bracket where required must be mounted prior to arrival at the circuit as follows: 

Note:
 If you do not have a Transponder Bracket, please advise us and we can sell you one.  Cost is $15.00.  We can arrange to courier to your address.  Please order through NZIGP Office.


(a)
For single seaters, the transponder shall be fitted to the right hand side bodywork rearward of the front axle centre line by up to a maximum of 100mm and within 200mm of the ground.


(b)
For saloon cars, the transponder shall be fitted to the right hand side inner guard rearward of the front axle centre line by up to a maximum of 200mm and within 500mm of the ground. 


(c)
The transponder must have a clear view to the track with no metal or carbon fibre beneath it.

(d) The competitor must ensure that the transponder cannot make contact with either the wheel assembly or the ground or any other part of the vehicle.

Failure to have a working transponder fitted correctly will result in the competitor not receiving any qualifying times or race results.

At the conclusion of the racing programme the hired transponder must be returned to the timekeepers before leaving the circuit.  Any competitor who leaves the circuit with their transponder will be charged for the replacement of the unit if it is not returned to the organisers within three days of the completion of the Meeting. Each transponder is valued at $850.00 each and competitors will be charged for the repair or replacement of the transponder due to accident damage, misuse or loss at any time during the lease period.  Competitors must report any damage to the unit when returning the transponder to allow this to be assessed.  Any competitor who returns a transponder with damage and does not report it at the time of return will be charged an additional fee of $200 above the cost of any damage.

NOISE LEVEL LIMIT 95 Dba:  Entrants are reminded that the MotorSport NZ regulations governing noise levels (Sch A) will be observed.

PIT LANE & PIT GARAGES:


During qualifying or races, competitors must not use the Pit Lane for loading trailers/transporters.  Pit Garage


No. 1 is reserved for the Audit Scrutineers.

PADDOCK AREA & TRAILER PARKING:  This will be INFIELD.


Trailers once unloaded must be removed to the rear of the Paddock area and placed in the trailer park.
15.
FUEL HANDLING & FIRE SAFETY REQUIREMENT:


Instructions: 


You should store less than 40L per car in the pit garage (and keep it separate if more than one car in garage).


You must have a 4.5Kg dry powder fire extinguisher for each car in the pit garage.


Fire resistant protective overalls, balaclava, gloves etc are recommended for competitor team members refuelling the car and performing the role of the Fire Marshal with the fire extinguisher at the ready.
